This is a USSS event so FIS legal helmets must be used for the GS and SG, and all skis must be USSS compliant in
order to race. SuperG skis must be a minimum of 183cm, with a minimum radius of 30m. All coaches must be current
USSS coaches to be issued tickets and allowed on the hill.

March 28 Men’s/Women’s SG Race will be on the lllusion trail. Bibs will be issued at the Bear Peak Base Lodge,
beginning at 7:30am. Race Start Time is scheduled for 9:30am. Team Bibs and Tickets will be issued to coaches. Bibs
will be returned by racers to registration. Awards will be presented after the race on the Bear Peak Base Lodge Deck.

March 29 Men’s/Women’s GS Race will be on the lllusion trail. Bibs will be issued at the Bear Peak Base Lodge,
beginning at 7:30am. Race Start Time is scheduled for 9:30am. Team Bibs and Tickets will be issued to coaches. Bibs
will be returned by racers to registration. Awards will be presented after the race on the Bear Peak Base Lodge Deck.

March 30 Men’s/Women’s SL Race will be on the Illusion trail. Bibs will be issued at the Bear Peak Base Lodge,
beginning at 7:30am. Race Start Time is scheduled for 9:30am. Team Bibs and Tickets will be issued to coaches. Bibs
will be returned by racers to registration. Awards will be presented after the race on the Bear Peak Base Lodge Deck.



At the end of the races (especially Mar 29) b-netting work will need to be done. It is expected that all athletes
and coaches will assist with this, and awards will take place after all needed netting work has been completed.

The entry fee for these races is $95 per racer, this includes the daily lift ticket.

The entry fees for athletes who do not need lift tickets (EPIC pass holders) will be $45 per racer, these athletes
will not be given lift tickets. If athletes register for the no ticket entry fee and end up needing a new EPIC pass or a lift
ticket, it will need to be done through Attitash ticketing/guest services when they are open.
