​Access to the Pico Ski Club is limited to members and guests. Teams should utilize the Pico Base Lodge for​
​storage, food and beverage and restroom facilities. Additionally, there is a small amount of bag storage​

​Regional Ambulance Service or by private vehicle (9.4 miles/15 minutes).  Transportation to Killington Medical​
​Center is by private vehicle only (6.3 miles/10 minutes).  Helicopter service to Dartmouth Hitchcock Medical​
​Center or University of Vermont Medical Center is available from RRMC.​
