® Start Order: U8 girls, U10 girls, U8 boys, U10 boys grouped by club. Random within the club. Bib order for
1st and 4th runs, reverse order within class and gender for 2nd and 3rd runs (i.e., bib order - reverse -
reverse - bib order).

Awards: 15 minutes or less after completion of coaches’ race (top 10 U8, top 10 U10, each run, each
gender)

your helmet!). Sign up at team captain’s meeting or bib pickup, or via WhatsApp during the race. Bibs for coaches’
race will be distributed at the start.

Parent Lift Tickets: Parent tickets are available at the lodge for $10. Kids 5 and under ski free with the purchase of
a parent ticket. Spectators are allowed this year. If you are watching on the hill, please stay outside the b-netting and
be mindful of other skiers and riders using the hill.

Directions to Cochran’s: From Interstate 89 at Exit 11 in Richmond proceed east on Route 2 to Richmond Village.
Turn right at the stop light onto Bridge Street. Continue on Bridge Street over the red bridge to the Old Round Church
(on left). Just past the Round Church turn left on Cochran Road. Drive approximately one mile; the ski area is on the
right.

Parking: Racer parking will be in the lower lots. If possible, please carpool. A limited amount of drop off parking is
available in the upper parking lot. Please clear the drop off area after dropping off your racer. Please do not park
on Cochran Road; we have been informed cars will be towed if parked on the road.
